Dear Partnership Chairperson,

Another successful C2000 application period has passed.  At the end of last week’s deadline, we had received 172 applications, requesting just over $12.5 million in C2000 grant funds.  In addition, $13.8 million in match was proposed.  Things went smoothly with the online grant application with the normal “mad rush” on the last day.  This year, EcoCat was incorporated into the online application.  EcoCat is part of the Comprehensive Environmental Review Process (CERP) that all projects must complete.  The CERP is initiated online with EcoCat this year. There were a few “glitches” as you would expect with any new system, but for the most part the process went quite smoothly.  

Once again, I am asking that your partnership rank the projects in your area using criteria your partnership has developed.  If your partnership does not have ranking criteria, I have attached a “generic” ranking form to use.  Scoring will be the same as last year.  Each project should be given a score from 0 to 50 and all projects are to be prioritized with #1 (one) being the best project submitted.  We are almost finished uploading attachments and classifying project applications.  They should be ready for your review by March 14, 2007.

Application along with attachments can be viewed online.  All scores are due by May 1, 2007 and are to be submitted online.  Should you have any questions, please contact your Ecosystems Administrator.

Thank you once again for your hard work and dedication.  I am excited to report that HB1780 has been introduced to extend C2000 until FY 2021, renaming it Partners for Conservation.
